� Where: 
1. Virden Retreat and Conference Center ~ 700 Pilottown Road, Lewes, DE. 19958 
2. On the campus of the University of Delaware College of Marine Studies Campus.  See sign 

on Pilottown Rd.  
� Cost:  

                1. $ 195.00 double occupancy 
2. $ 250.00 single occupancy 
Based on a minimum of 20 people in attendance. 
Includes overnight accommodations for two nights, six meals, hospitality suite, parking, 
meeting room rental and instruction sheets for both quilting projects.  Does not include fabric 
for projects. 
3. $ 45.00 Thursday Only 
“Day Trippers” attend Thursday from 9:00AM until 4:00 PM. The meeting room holds 25 and 
if there are spaces available, single day enrollment is available. Lunch is included.  

� Payment:
